Lesson 1

Pioneers – led the way west
-looking for cheap land
-had to cross Appalachians

Daniel Boone – led through paths
-“pathfinder”
-led families across Cumberland Gap
-created Wilderness Road
-settled in Kentucky

Lesson 2

Thomas Jefferson – 3rd President
-wanted to buy New Orleans from France
-afraid of French expansion

Louisiana Purchase
-France sold Louisiana Territory to US
-Doubled size of US
-Lewis and Clark explored territory
-Sacagawea-translator

The Corps of Discovery
-Lewis and Clark expedition
-began in St. Louis
-traveled to the Pacific Ocean (18 months)

Lesson 3

War of 1812
-War Hawks – Congress members who wanted war
-vs. Britain
-USS Constitution – “Old Ironsides”
-Native Americans sided with Britain
-Britain burned Washington DC
Battle at Ft. Henry in Baltimore led to “Star Spangled Banner” – Francis Scott Key

Era of Good Feelings
-time of peace following war

Monroe Doctrine
-James Monroe warned Europe not to take any American land
