autobiography – story about a person’s life written by that person

freedom dues – indentured servants paid

slave codes – rules to keep slaves under control

overseer – boss of plantation
-servant or slave who profited from plantation

Slave families tried to keep in contact 
-used songs to pass messages

Attempts at rebellion were unsuccessful

New England – forests, harbors, seafood

Middle – soil (wheat and corn)

South – tobacco, rice, indigo

supply – amount of goods available
demand – how much consumers want

industry – businesses that make one thing
-shipbuilding, iron making

assembly – lawmaking body (group)

legislation – making or passing of laws
